Subject:  2022-23 School Employer and Employee Contribution Rates

Purpose
The purpose of this Circular Letter is to inform you of the following employer and employee 
pension contribution rates approved by the California Public Employees’ Retirement System 
(CalPERS) Board of Administration on April 19, 2022. These rates will be in effect for fiscal year 
(FY) 2022-23.

Employer Contribution
The employer contribution rate for FY 2022-23 will be 25.37%, effective with the first payroll 
period ending in July 2022. 

Employee (Member) Contributions
The member contribution rate for some school employees will change effective July 1, 2022. In 
accordance with the Public Employees’ Pension Reform Act (PEPRA), PEPRA members 
employed by schools are required to contribute at least 50% of the total normal cost rate of 
their pension benefit. PEPRA contains a provision that states when the total normal cost rate 
changes by more than 1% of payroll, the member contribution rate must be adjusted to half of 
the new normal cost rate. For FY 2022-23, the total normal cost rate for PEPRA school members 
has changed by more than 1% of payroll since the last member rate adjustment. As a result, the 
member contribution rate for PEPRA members will increase to 8.00% effective with the first 
payroll period ending in July 2022. The member contribution rate for classic members is set by 
statute and will remain at 7.00%.
